Dear Parents and Carers,

Welcome to the Summer Term at Fair Field. 
Please have a look at the wide range of topics we will be learning about this term. Below is a summary of this term's curriculum and forthcoming activities.
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English
In English this term, we will be using the non-fiction text Geology: Science is all around you to develop our explanation writing skills. The children will use paragraphs, time adverbials, co-ordinating and causal conjunctions to write an explanation text. 

After half-term, we will be using an animation to write a recount and the children will continue to develop their creative writing skills through immersing themselves in the magical fiction text Firebird by Saviour Pirotti. 
We will also focus on comprehension skills during Guided Reading sessions, and grammar, spelling and handwriting both within English and outside.

Maths
In Maths, we are focussing on multiplication, division, measurement, geometry and time. In these topics, we will continue where possible to give children opportunities to use previously learnt mathematical concepts to help solve a range of problems and give all pupils the opportunity to reason an answer and use it to solve problems. There will be a strong emphasis on times tables. Children are expected to use the programme Times Tables Rockstars at home for 30 mins a week as part of their home learning to develop their understanding and recall. They should be focusing on learning their 2, 5, 10, 3, 4 and 8 times tables proficiently.

History and Geography 
During the first half of the term, we will be focusing on History with our topic Ancient Egyptians. Children will explore what everyday life was like in Ancient Egypt and learn about Egyptian beliefs surrounding death and the afterlife, particularly through the discovery of Tutankhamun’s tomb by Howard Carter. They will use a range of primary and secondary sources to deepen their understanding of this fascinating civilisation. 

In the second half of the term, we will shift our focus to Geography with a topic on Antarctica. Children will learn about the unique features of this icy continent, including its climate, wildlife, and the challenges of human exploration and survival there.

Science
In the first half-term, we will be holding our very own Science Week, where children will take part in a variety of fun and engaging activities to spark curiosity and develop their scientific thinking. In the second half-term, our focus will be on forces and magnets. Children will investigate different types of force, explore friction, and learn about compass points and magnetic poles. Through hands-on experiments, they will make predictions, take measurements, and draw conclusions from their results, building key enquiry skills along the way.

Computing
In Computing this term, Year 3 will begin by learning about desktop publishing. They will explore how to create and format documents, combining text and images to design layouts for different purposes. After half-term, the focus will move to programming, where children will learn how events and actions work in computer programs. They will create their own simple programs, developing their logical thinking and understanding of how digital instructions lead to outcomes.

RE
In RE this term, our studies will focus on developing an understanding of religion and worldviews through two key questions. In the first half of the term, children will explore ‘Is scripture central to religion?’, looking at the role of sacred texts in different faiths and how they guide beliefs and practices. In the second half of the term, they will consider ‘Why is fire used ceremonially?’, examining the symbolic use of fire in various religious rituals and celebrations.


PSHE
In PSHE this term, Year 3 will begin by following the whole school focus on the topic of Relationships. They will explore friendships, family relationships, and how to manage their emotions and behaviour in a positive way. In the second half of the term, the focus will shift to Changing Me, where children will learn about how their bodies and feelings change as they grow. Throughout both topics, there will be an emphasis on developing communication skills and showing kindness, empathy, and consideration towards others.

Art and Design and Technology
In Art this term, Year 3 will explore abstract art, focusing on the work of Piet Mondrian. His art is known for its use of straight lines, right angles, and primary colours (red, yellow, blue), along with black, white, and grey, arranged in structured, balanced compositions. Children will study his techniques and then create their own artwork inspired by his unique style.

After half term, the focus will shift to Design and Technology, where children will explore mechanical systems by designing and making their own pneumatic toys. They will learn how air pressure can be used to create movement and apply this knowledge in a creative project—planning, building, and evaluating a working toy. This hands-on unit supports problem-solving, creativity, and an introduction to basic engineering concepts.

Music
In Music this half term, Year 3 will be learning about musical notation and practicing their recorder skills. They will focus on playing pieces using the notes B, A, and G, developing their understanding of how to read and follow music.

Spanish
In the second half of the term, our Spanish lessons will focus on fruits (la fruta). Children will learn to recognise, recall, and spell the names of ten different fruits in both singular and plural forms. They will also have the opportunity to discuss their opinions of the fruits in Spanish, building their vocabulary and confidence in using the language to express preferences.
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PE 
PE will take place on Tuesdays and Thursdays for the whole year group. On Tuesdays, the focus will be on Outdoor Adventure Activities (OAA), where children will participate in a variety of games and activities designed to develop collaboration and teamwork skills. On Thursdays, the children will focus on Tennis during their Games lessons.

After half term, the focus in Games will shift to rounders, where children will learn the rules of the game, develop their throwing, catching, and batting skills, and work on team strategies. In PE, the focus will move to athletics, where children will develop their skills in running, jumping, and throwing, participating in activities such as sprints, relay races, and long jump. These lessons will help improve their fitness levels while introducing them to the basics of competitive sports and preparing them for their first Fair Field Sports Day later in the year.



Homework
