Dear Parents and Carers,

This Summer Term in Year 6...
Welcome to the final term of Year 6. Please have a look at the exciting topics we will be learning about this term! Below is a summary of this term's curriculum, forthcoming activities and homework timetable.
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English
In English, this term we will be using various narratives as a basis for exploring different aspects of writing. Our narrative will be J.K Rowling’s ‘Harry Potter and the Philosopher’s Stone.’ Our learning will allow children to explore and compare both the book and the film versions of this narrative, taking    
us deep into the heart of Hogwarts. Throughout the different units, the children will have the opportunity to explore various styles and genres of writing including newspaper articles, diary entries and narratives. 

Maths
[image: ]In Maths, we will be focusing on revision and ensuring that the children are confidently able to understand and solve a wide range of problems and calculations. After the half term, we will be working on a maths based project which links in with other topics covered in the wider curriculum. 

Science
Our science lessons will be based on animals including humans. We will be looking at the different organs in the human body and their functions. The children will learn how nutrients are absorbed and transported around the body through an experiment. Children will explore what affects their heart rate and how humans can lead a healthy lifestyle and why this is important. Lastly, we will look at the circulatory system and will dissect a sheep heart, as its anatomy is the closest to the human heart. 

Computing
In computing this term, learners will develop their knowledge and understanding of using a computer to produce 3D models. Learners will initially familiarise themselves with working in a 3D space, moving, resizing, and duplicating objects. They will then create hollow objects using placeholders and combine multiple objects to create a model of a desk tidy. Finally, learners will examine the benefits of grouping and ungrouping 3D objects, then go on to plan, develop, and evaluate their own 3D model of a building.

History
Our history topic for this half term is called ‘Beyond Face Value’ and is designed to help children develop big picture overviews of topics beyond 1066. Through a series of skill-based enquiries, children will reflect on the ways in which powerful people have been able to manipulate evidence for their own ends and have tried to persuade others of their versions of the past. Case studies will include: 

a. Portraits of Elizabeth I 
b. Factory owners and factory workers’ contrasting versions of what factory life was like 
c. Evacuation: whose version should we believe? Showing how government try to create a deliberately partial version of events for a particular purpose i.e. to boost morale, and how censorship was employed in wartime.
d. The Blitz, highlighting the way the government used propaganda. 



Geography
After the half term, we will be developing their enquiry skills as they complete an independent fieldwork enquiry. Focusing on our local area, children will identify an issue, devise a question of enquiry before deciding on a suitable data collection method. Children will then use that data in order to propose outcomes and suggest any further lines of enquiry which may need to be investigated. 

D & T and Art 
In art, the children will be further developing their knowledge of colour, line, texture and pattern as they create their own collages. The children will be exploring the artistic style of non-representational art as they look at the life and work of Brazilian artist Beatrice Milhazes. After half term, we will move on to D&T, where we shall be using our design skills to create functional automata toys for a window display using cams, followers and axles to create movement.

[image: ]Music
In Music, 6 Olive will be finishing off their drumming lessons this half term. After half term, both classes will be focusing on music theory and musical notation and applying this theoretical knowledge, reading sheet music in order to play the recorder. Children will revisit prior learning to play the notes of A, B and G on the recorder. They will expand their knowledge this term by learning to play the notes of E and D on the recorder. Children will play a variety of different songs incorporating these notes and will be able to read the musical notation of these chosen songs. They will also have the opportunity to compose their own songs by writing their own musical notation. Children will then have the chance to perform their compositions to the class.  

Spanish
In Spanish, we will be developing basic vocabulary and taking part in simple conversations as we look at the topic ‘Mi Casa’.  Children will learn words and phrases related to different rooms, furniture, and household items, helping them to build confidence in speaking and understanding basic Spanish.

RE
This term in RE we will be looking at the topic ‘Why is there suffering?’ as we look to understand what different different sources of wisdom provide answers to the question 'Why is there suffering?'. After the half term, we will look at what place religion has in our world today as we explore the place of religion personally, locally and globally. 

PSHE
In PSHE this term, we will be spending a lot of time discussing relationships. We will be spending time together discussing how we can continue to build and develop strong and healthy relationships before moving on to discuss the topic ‘Changing Me’, which will look at some of the big changes that are happening in their lives as they get ready for the next chapter. 

PE and Games
The children will have PE twice a week, on Wednesdays and Thursdays. It is important that your child comes to school wearing the correct PE kit on these days. On Wednesdays, Mr Rock will teach both classes, focusing on cricket in the first half of the term and Outdoor and Adventurous Activities (OAA) in the second half. On Thursdays, the children will take part in sessions focusing on leadership skills during the first half of the term and athletics in the second half.




Homework
Up until the SATS period is over, children will have at least 2 pieces of homework set weekly. Children are also encouraged to log on to the SATS Buster website and can continue to use the resources on this website until the end of the year. 

Your child should spend time reading every day and should be reading to an adult at least twice a week. We will be checking reading records each Monday and we ask that there are at least 3 comments made in the reading record each week, 2 of which should be made by your child. Spelling will be given out on a Friday and will be tested the following Friday. Children are also expected to do 30 minutes of TT Rockstars each week.
